CD On April 3, 1948, President Truman signed the Economic Cooperation Act of 1948, more commonly known as
the Marshall Plan. The legislation and the body it created, the Economic Cooperation Administration, were
crucial to helping Europe rebuild after World War Il. Over the next four years, $13.3 billion would be spent,
leading to unprecedented economic growth across Western Europe. The funds went to staples, such as food
and gasoline, as well as manufacturing and agricultural inputs needed to rebuild key industries.
